In this course students will apply quantitative, qualitative, and mixed mode methodologies to research
design. Emphasis will be placed on collecting, analyzing, interpreting, and reporting data in research
studies.

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Late Assignments

SAL students are required to submit all assignments by the due dates stated in the course schedule. A late
assignment is one that is submitted after the due date or after any extension has expired.
