COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course examines the field of sociology from a variety of theoretical perspectives. It introduces
students to sociological terminology, theory, and research methods.

SPECIFICS OF COURSE ASSIGNMENTS

The instructor will provide grading rubrics that will provide more detail as to how this assignment will be
graded.

Course activities

Class participation through discussion activities is an integral part of this course. To provide a structure
for balanced participation and allow students to maximize the benefit of the discussion activities, it is
required to follow these guidelines: 1) Post responses to discussion questions in the first three days of the
school week (Monday through Wednesday in online classes; various days in mixed-mode classes). 2) Post
at least four or more thoughtful and topic-relevant comments to responses made by classmates over at
least three different days of the school week. 3) Respond to any questions that the instructor has regarding
students' original post by the end of the school week. Additionally, students are expected to attend and
participate in all classroom sessions and course activities conducted during those sessions. Instructors will
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provide detailed grading criteria for in-class attendance and participation in classroom-based activities.

Quizzes (equally weighted)

Students will take weekly equally weighted online multiple choice quizzes to reinforce the course
materials. The quizzes will test students' ability to utilize course concepts and terminology. All quizzes
are closed books and notes.

Current issues papers

Students will prepare two papers, five- to six-pages long, on specific topics related to the concepts
discussed in this class. Topic for each of the papers will be assigned by the instructor and will deal with
an issue from a different category listed below: Culture and socialization; Social stratification; Diversity
within society; Everyday interactions; Groups and organizations; Family; Religion; Health; Education;
Social change; Economy and work. The papers should explain the issue and how it can be studied from a
chosen sociological approach (structural-functional, social-conflict, symbolic-interaction), as well as
limitations of this approach. It should also discuss positive and negative impact of this issue for the
society. Students are expected to combine their own thoughtful analysis with ideas and information found
in a minimum of two sources other than the textbook. Therefore, as in any scholarly writing, students
should not merely copy information from another author, but use evidence to support the contentions they
have drawn from their findings and critically analyze related literature - this paper has to be an analytical
paper, not just a summary of readings. This paper must meet APA requirements of format and style.
Students must cite the sources of all ideas, facts, and information used that are not their own, even if they
have put the information into their own words. Failure to do so is plagiarism, even if the oversight is
unintentional.
