Course Description 
 

In this course, candidates are introduced to student-engaged assessment practices (formative, 

summative, portfolios, conferencing, etc.).  Emphasis is placed on the skills necessary to align 

assessments with common core standards and learning targets, connecting knowledge and skills 

to authentic and relevant contexts, using data to inform instructional decisions, and centering 

students in the processes of feedback and evaluation. Candidates use self-reflection to analyze 

and inform their own assessment practices.  This course includes components of state 

requirements for certification.

● Analyze a variety of feedback and forms of data to make instructional decisions 

● Create authentic and relevant assessments for students to engage with, allowing for 

multiple pathways and opportunities to show skill mastery of skills and knowledge

Course Assignments and Grading  

 

Teacher Interview and Student Work Evaluation (25% of Final Grade) 

 

Candidates will interview a currently employed teacher to learn their approaches to assessment 

and feedback.  Core questions for the interview will be constructed in class, and candidates will 

add additional questions of interest for their interviews.  Additionally, candidates will collect 

samples of student work (either from their internship or from provided materials) and practice 

evaluating work in relation to a provided rubric or guide, and practice providing feedback with 

clear and specific feedback and direction for growth. 

 

 

Assessment Matrix and Rubric Writing (15% of Final Grade) 

 

Candidates will construct a matrix of assessments of different types and cognitive levels.  

Candidates unpack a standard into four learning targets and generate assessments that cover 

formative and summative evaluations and student-engaged practices. Additionally, candidates 

will create a matrix focused on gathering student feedback on instruction, teacher engagement, 

and classroom culture and belonging. 

 

 

Project Assessment Plans (40% of Final Grade) 

 

Candidates will embed student-engaging assessment practices within a lesson plan and/or unit 

plan that they’ve already created. Candidates will document their reasoning behind each level of 

assessment, how the data provided will influence future instruction, as well as research and 

evidentiary support for the constructed assessment plan. This essay should be at least 800 words. 

 

 
 

Reflective Journal, Participation, Engagement, and Essential 

Dispositions (20% of Final Grade) 

 

Candidates will be provided a reflective prompt each week in relation to the topic and their 

experiences as students and teachers.  This will be submitted in the form of a digital portfolio at 

the end of the course.  Additionally, Candidates should participate and engage in all classwork, 

including required assignments, class discussions, activities, and instructor-determined 

assignments. Candidates should work to meet essential dispositions criteria not only in the field 

but also in their coursework, whether online or in person.

Participation will be graded based on engagement in class discussions and activities (both online 

and mixed modes). Online-only courses will be determined via active engagement in weekly 

discussion boards or other interactive opportunities provided by the instructor. Mixed mode 

courses will be determined based on presence in class and engagement with content and peers 

both within and outside of face-to-face class sessions.
