Course Description

This course provides an integrated approach that equally values and develops students in both
health/fithess and the arts. Topics include the artistic processes of creating, performing and
responding, and appropriate development of students' basic motor skills, rhythmic ability,
physical activity, and physical fitness. Candidates learn efficient and effective strategies to
integrate health/fithess and the arts into other content areas, thereby addressing state learning
standards across multiple subjects.

physical activity, and physical fithess, and 2) incorporate movement to facilitate student
engagement and neural development.

e Explain the educational benefits of integrating health and fitness into the curriculum.

¢ Analyze the social justice implications of currently relevant health concerns for PK-12
students.
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e Demonstrate understanding of culturally competent approaches to impacting health
concerns through instruction and classroom community.

o Apply understanding of health and fithess by integrating these topics into other content
areas.

Course Assignments and Grading

Health and Fitness Presentation and Reflection (40% of Final Grade)
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Candidates will work in groups to create a presentation about a health-related topic of current
concern. Candidates should emphasize the relationship of health (physical and mental) to brain
development, learning, and social interaction with peers. Candidates analyze and reflect on the
ways in which health and wellness are defined by and for different groups, and how their chosen
issue may be viewed differently based on differing cultural perspectives on health and wellness
within their student population. The presentation should include explicit connections to culturally
responsive strategies for teaching diverse students about the issue and consideration of
differential impact of their teaching strategies on diverse groups.

Integration within the Content Areas (40% of Final Grade)

Candidates will demonstrate the ability to purposefully integrate arts, health, and fithess within a
Common Core State Standard. The integration of these topics should go beyond superficial
inclusion (e.g., answering questions relating to an article about obesity). The final product can
be of the candidate’s choice (e.g., paper, presentation, song, art work, dance, lesson plan, etc.),
and should be approved by the instructor in advance.

Participation, Engagement, and Essential Dispositions (20% of Final
Grade)

Candidates should participate and engage in all classwork, including required assignments,
class discussions, activities, and instructor-determined assignments. Candidates should work
to meet essential dispositions criteria not only in the field, but also in their coursework, whether
online or in person

Course Policies

Participation will be graded based on engagement in class discussions and activities (both
online and mixed modes). Online-only courses will be determined via active engagement in
weekly discussion boards or other interactive opportunities provided by the instructor. Mixed
mode courses will be determined based on presence in class and engagement with content and
peers both within and outside of face-to-face class sessions.
