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Team Case Study - Operations Plan 

 

Students as a team will submit an operations plan, based on the assigned product or company provided by 

the course instructor. The operations plan will include how operations will be measured, the structure of 

operations, the supply chain, the value chain, the quality control aspects, and technology used in the 

operation.  

 

Supply chain should include the flow of materials, services, and information among the elements of the 

supply chain to maximize customer value. 

 

The value chain should include configurations of resources such as suppliers, factories, warehouses, 

distributors, technical support centers, engineering design and sales offices, and communication links.   

 

Quality Control should include supply chain quality systems, strategies and tools to ensure consumer 

desired quality. 

 

Technology should include added values to supply chain, value chain and quality systems.
