Course Description 
In this course candidates demonstrate leadership skills to advocate for education for all 

students. This course focuses on candidates deepening their understanding of National Board 

Standards and how they apply to classroom teaching, and candidates will differentiate 

strategies and units that positively impact student learning by using classroom-based evidence 

and content knowledge evidence in their writing. Through evaluating each of the standards, 

candidates will identify points of success and areas of needed improvement to evaluate 

progression of student learning to inform teaching practice. Furthermore, candidates will 

examine and compare the scoring guides to the standards and align the two with documented 

examples including areas that demonstrate accomplished teaching to the rubrics in the scoring 

guide. This course breaks down the steps and outlines the requirements/methods set by 

National Board to set up candidates for a successful start to the process.

• Evaluate and apply the results of scientifically based research to inform and improve 

student learning.  

• Articulate the importance of keeping current in knowledge of the field of education.  

• Demonstrate that ALL students are engaged in the learning process.  

• Evaluate progression of student learning to inform teaching practices.  

• Reflect on effective teaching practices.  

• Demonstrate knowledge of qualitative and quantitative research, the history of teaching 

and best practices found within education and instruction.

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Course Assignments and Grading 
 

Component 1 (20% of grade) 

Candidates will complete a review of released multiple choice questions and submit an essay 

stating which questions stood out as challenging and which were familiar. They will connect 

questions to the various National Board standards and determine a process for studying the 

different sets of questions through identified resources. Students will submit the essay reflecting 

on their review process and self-evaluate their readiness for their content.  

 

Component 2 (20% of grade) 

Candidates will analyze student work to identify strengths, areas of improvement needed and 

provide feedback to facilitate learning. They will submit student work samples along with a 

constructive feedback form to identify next steps of learning for each of the 4 students including 

lessons to build area of improvement success criteria. Students will submit a template 

unpacking the component with a draft of selected lessons including rationale they will use per 

student for improvement.  

 

Component 3 (20% of grade) 

Candidates will video tape 2+lessons to review with peers. They will transcribe the lessons, 

highlight and compare student and teacher engagement within the video lesson. Additionally, 

candidates will respond to National Board written response questions, Component specific, for a 

full draft analysis of one video for peer and instructor review.  

 

Component 4 (20% of grade) 

Candidates will analyze their involvement in a variety of building/educator groups (Professional 

Learning communities) and determine a selected group of students to focus on improving 

assessment criteria and build on student success. They will submit a draft of Professional 

Learning Community and Knowledge of Student involvement section including questions for 

peer and instructor review. 

 

Participation, Engagement, and Essential Dispositions (20% of Final 

Grade) 

Candidates should participate and engage in all classwork, including required assignments, 

class discussions, activities, and instructor-determined assignments.  Candidates should work 

to meet essential dispositions criteria not only in the field, but also in their coursework, whether 

online or in person 
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Course Policies 
Participation will be graded based on engagement in class discussions and activities (both 

online and mixed modes). Online-only courses will be determined via active engagement in 

weekly discussion boards or other interactive opportunities provided by the instructor. Mixed 

mode courses will be determined based on presence in class and engagement with content and 

peers both within and outside of face-to-face class sessions.
